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Residents help launch the new bus service

The inaugural Meet Your Neighbours event in
September proved a real success with over 60 residents
taking up the opportunity of meeting representatives

from Crest Nicholson, Preim and the TGV Community
Interest Company.

Residents joined forces with the Wiltshire Wildlife
Trust to support the Coronation Meadow initiative on
Saturday 5th November. This included the planting of
Snakeshead Fritillary bulbs, wildflower plugs and seed
spreading. The Coronation Meadow partnership has
begun work, alongside work being undertaken by Crest
Nicholson, to create a series of wildflower meadow
along the side of the River Ray.

Monday 7th November saw the launch of the
Stagecoach Swindon bus service from Tadpole Garden
Village.
